The project
involved building a roughened ramp from the outlet of an existing box culvert, in order to eliminate
a velocity and jump barrier to coho salmon and steelhead trout during winter flows.




Post- construction photo (above) illustrates the constructed ramp connected directly to the outlet
of the existing culvert, allowing both juvenile and adult salmon to swim directly into the culvert. A
low flow notched sill was bolted along the edge of the outlet to concentrate the water into a lower
elevation thalweg in the center of the channel during summertime low flows.
