The Woodacre Creek #3 at Carson Road fish passage project will be constructed
in August 2008. The project will replace two undersized circular pipes with a
bottomless, arched culvert and open stream channel. The new open culvert will
eliminate the existing velocity barrier for both adult and juvenile coho salmon
and steelhead trout. The project will also alleviate localized flooding which
occurs when debris and sediment back up behind the existing double culverts.
Once the project is complete, high winter flows, channel substrate, wood and
salmon will all be able to easily pass through the new arch.
